On our first ride through the Plaza de Armas in Querétaro, we learned how to introduce
ourselves.

Two ways to ask someone his or her name are:

¢Como te llamas?
¢ Cual es tu nombre?

To respond, say:

Me llamo
Mi nombre es

For example:

Jennifer: Hola, ;como te llamas? — Hello, what is your name?
Miguel: Me llamo Miguel. — My name is Miguel.

Sara: ¢Cual es tu nombre? — What is your name?
Maria: Mi nombre es Maria. — My name is Maria.

Additional Information:

To respond to an introduction, some common expressions are:

Mucho gusto — Nice to meet you.
Encantado (for a man)
Encantada (for a woman)

Here are a few ways to say hello:
Buenos dias — Good morning.
Buenas tardes — Good afternoon.
Buenas noches — Good evening
Hola — Hello

Here are a few ways to say goodbye:

Adids. - Goodbye
Hasta pronto — See you soon



Hasta luego - See you later.
Hasta mafana — See you tomorrow.
Chau - Goodbye
