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Spanish In Mexico Notes: 7-2 Expressing Location

As we visited Las Carmelitas, we learned how to use the verb estar to describe both
feelings and location. Estar means “to be” and is one of the most commonly used words
in Spanish.

The five present tense conjugations of the verb estar are:

yo estoy nosotros estamos
tu estas
él/ella/Ud. | esta ellos/ellas/Uds. | estan

The verb estar is used to describe location. For example:

Yo estoy en Francia. — I am in France.

T estés en la silla. — You are in the chair.

El restaurante estd aqui. — The restaurant is here.
Nosotros estamos en la sombra. — We are in the shade.
Ellos estan en el parque. — They are in the park.

Estar is also used to describe temporary feelings. For example:

Yo estoy cansado. — I am tired.

T estds enfermo. — You are sick.

Ella esta enojada. — She is angry.

Nosotros estamos confundidos. — We are confused.
Ellas estdn nerviosas. — They are nervous.
